Why the move?  

We had a 5-year lease with the shopping 

center.  Throughout 

that time we had con-

tinued to negotiate 

with them for play-

ground space., which 

we finally obtained 

after 3 years.  After 

much negotiation, they 

offered us a very gracious rent offer, but it 

was still more than what was workable 

within the budget the legislators had left 

schools this yearé..which was no increase.  

There was also no willingness to provide us 

the space to develop climbing structures or 

a playing field.  The Church was eager to 

offer both and to support their community.

Mastery Check-In and Dismissal 
Morning Check -In 

We would like for the parents to park on the 

East side of the building.  Follow the sidewalk to 

the South Entrance of the building.  The Chil-

dren can go right on into the playground there 

and the parents will find the sign-in books in the 

courtyard. 

Door Locks  

The doors remain locked throughout the day to 

outside arrivals, so we will be installing a door-

bell to notify the office staff of your arrival if it is 

outside the check-in times. 

Mid-day arrivals should go to the Church Office 

entrance which is by our School Office.  We will 

open the door for you from there. 

Mastery Check -In 

One of our goals this year is to increase the 

level of personal responsibility in our Elemen-

tary students.  Each arriving Elementary Stu-

dent will not go to the playground in the morn-

ing, but will go directly to Mastery Check-in 

where they will: 

¶ Demonstrate that they have all their supplies, daily 

signatures, home assignments, and long-term projects 

due that day ready for school. 

¶ Show that they are dressed responsibly and have the 

correct shoes for P.E.  

¶ Handle any behavioral issues from the previous day that 

need resolution. 
Once that is completed they will proceed on to 

class.
